With the clashing 
currents and shifting sandbars, there’s 
usually good surf for lots of different 
skill levels. From locations in Corolla, 
Duck, Nags Head and Rodanthe, you 
can take surfing lessons to learn how to 
ride the waves. Surfboards and leash-
es are provided, and these lessons are 
available for anyone ages 7 and old-
er. And if your kid gets hooked, Kitty 
Hawk Kites offers kids surf camps in 
Nags Head; these run from nine a.m.

Many know the Wright Brothers flew the first powered aircraft on December 17, 1903, in 
Kitty Hawk, NC. What many may not know is that prior to their iconic first flight, the Wright 
Brothers experimented with heavier-than-air gliders for several years on the Outer Banks. 
These experiments were crucial to the development of modern aviation.   
      
The Wrights developed then refined their glider designs with experiments beginning in 1900. 
By 1902, they had developed their third free-flight glider, and were the first to incorporate yaw 
control, this being the use of a rear rudder — directly leading into the world-altering 1903 
Wright Flyer.  

After forever changing history, the Wrights continued to refine their glider designs. On October 24, 1911, Orville Wright set a world soaring record 
of nine minutes and 45 seconds of unpowered flight on the Outer Banks. That record stood until the 1970s, when it was broken by a pilot using a 
modern hang glider.  

Visitors to the Outer Banks can get a taste of aviation history by flying a replica of the influential 1902 Wright Glider, on the soft sand dunes favored 
by the Wright Brothers themselves.

From large 
church, scouting, or school groups to 
family reunions and weddings, the Out-
er Banks has lots to offer and Kitty Hawk 
Kites can help. We offer many activities 
that can be adapted to your large group.

Come explore the Colonial Spanish 
Mustang herd with a 4x4 tour that in-
cludes exclusive access to the Wild Horse 
Conservation Easement in Carova. Or  
you can learn all about the dolphins that 
frequent our area with a guide from the 
Outer Banks Center for Dolphin Research 
where your group can participate in ac-
tive research.

Interested in the legends and lore of 
the Outer Banks? Take a walking ghost 
tour of Manteo to learn about the haunt-
ings of such storied locations as the Lost 
Colony or Cape Hatteras Lighthouse. A 
walking history tour will spin tales of the 
past and the infamous Graveyard of the 
Atlantic. Or explore pirate culture and 
history while walking with pirates!

Group hang gliding off the dunes at 
Jockey’s Ridge State Park gives everyone a 
chance to learn about the history of hang 
gliding and get into the air on a hang 
glider.
